Prepared Project – It’s All About the Message
Spoken word, or slam poetry, is an opportunity for individuals to express their views, emotions, life experiences or information. A spoken word piece can be powerful with the right emotion behind it but, at the same time, a lack of emotion can set a poem apart. It all depends on the topic. Life experiences are best, especially when the person has actually lived through the experience. Lastly, spoken word is used to inform or make people conscious of some aspect pertaining to life.
For the purposes of this competition, each participant will write a poem to perform onstage. The only rule, aside from the necessity to be family-appropriate (no profanity or gratuitous references to sex or drug or alcohol use), is that it be entertaining for the audience. 

The topic of the ‘spoken word’ poem should be agriculture or rural related – giving a broad range of topics to choose from.  Juniors have 1 to 1.5 minutes to perform and Seniors have 1.5 to 2 minutes to perform their poem.
